Students have the opportunity to use their creative talents by expressing themselves through their own original works created around a theme that changes each year. The theme for the 2024-2025 program year is Accepting Imperfection.
 
Students submit their completed works of art in one, or all, of the available arts categories: Dance Choreography, Film Production, Literature, Music Composition, Photography, and Visual Arts.
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The six art areas are:

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Description automatically generated] Literature – works of fiction, nonfiction, poetry, prose, drama, short stories and lyrics.

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Description automatically generated] Photography - color or black and white, included techniques: photogram, negative sandwich, and multiple exposure.
